My unfaithfulness...  
	
The Moses Minute 
	
There has never been another… like Moses, whom the LORD knew face to face. 
Deuteronomy 34:10  
	
A Degree of Doubt  Exodus 3:1-10 
	
But Moses protested to God, “Who am I to appear before Pharaoh? Who am I to 
lead the people of Israel out of Egypt?” Exodus 3:11 
	
Types of doubt 
	
	
Doubt is part of the faith journey  
	
God answered, “I will be with you. And this is your sign that I am the one who has 
sent you: When you have brought the people out of Egypt, you will worship God 
at this very mountain.” But Moses protested, “If I go to the people of Israel and 
tell them, ‘The God of your ancestors has sent me to you,’ they will ask me, ‘What 
is his name?’ Then what should I tell them?” God replied to Moses, “I AM WHO I 
AM. Say this to the people of Israel: I AM has sent me to you.”  Exodus 3:12-14 
	
	
In the midst of doubts… God provides a promise that 
brings assurance of His presence and power.  
	
I pray that from his glorious, unlimited resources he will empower you with inner 
strength through his Spirit. 17 Then Christ will make his home in your hearts as 
you trust in him. Your roots will grow down into God’s love and keep you strong.  
Ephesians 3:16-17

I AM WHO I AM  
 
Challenges and conflicts 
	
And they said to Moses, “Why did you bring us out here to die in the wilderness? 
Weren’t there enough graves for us in Egypt? What have you done to us? Why 
did you make us leave Egypt?  Didn’t we tell you this would happen while we 
were still in Egypt? We said, ‘Leave us alone! Let us be slaves to the Egyptians. 
It’s better to be a slave in Egypt than a corpse in the wilderness!’”  Exodus 14:11-12 
	
And Moses said to the Lord, “Why are you treating me, your servant, so harshly? 
Have mercy on me! What did I do to deserve the burden of all these people?  Did 
I give birth to them? Did I bring them into the world? Why did you tell me to 
carry them in my arms like a mother carries a nursing baby? How can I carry 
them to the land you swore to give their ancestors? Where am I supposed to get 
meat for all these people? They keep whining to me, saying, ‘Give us meat to 
eat!’ I can’t carry all these people by myself! The load is far too heavy! If this is 
how you intend to treat me, just go ahead and kill me. Do me a favor and spare 
me this misery!”		Numbers 11:11-15	
	
	
Cash it in? Give up? Walk away?  
	
Faithfulness is being guided by God’s presence (I will be with you) 
and strengthened by God’s power (I AM WHO I AM). 
	

• He was getting before God on a regular basis 
• He did what God told him to do.  
• He constantly pointed out God’s goodness. 

	
But Moses told the people, “Don’t be afraid. Just stand still and watch the Lord 
rescue you today. The Egyptians you see today will never be seen again. 
The Lord himself will fight for you. Just stay calm.”  Exodus 14:13-14
